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Increased Opportunities for SCCC Physicians 

Complex Trials Receive Increased Credit Assignment 

NCI launched a ñTrial Complexity Modelò initiative for 14 NCI-approved 

treatment trials. These ñComplexò trials will receive extra Treatment credit 

beyond the base of 1.0 Treatment credit. The number of treatment trials deemed 

ñComplexò in a given grant year will depend on available funds for this NCI 

initiative for the specified year. The reimbursement for 1.5 Treatment credit is 

$2250.00. I encourage you to take advantage of this increased funding 

opportunity. 

NCI designated 14 trials as ñComplexò during this current grant year (6/1/08 to 5/31/09). The 

following treatment trials are assigned 1.5 Treatment credits and are available through SCCC: 

 CALGB 140503 (NSCLC)    CTSU GOG 0218 (ovarian) 

 CALGB 90203 (prostate)    NSABP B-40 (breast) 

 CTSU ACOSOG Z1041 (breast)   RTOG 0534 (prostate) 

 CTSU ECOG E1A05 (myeloma)   SWOG S0518 (carcinoid) 

      SWOG S0337 (bladder) 

There are five other trials receiving 1.5 Treatment credits that are not available through SCCC.

This is a great 

opportunity to be involved in the development of clinical trials. Seriously consider being involved by 

attending research base meetings. Please contact the SCCC Operations Office staff for more details. 

Special Reminder 

Please take a few minutes and review the protocol options for breast cancer available in the monthly 

SCCC PIDC. With 40,000 women dying of breast cancer every year, our bias needs to be put aside so 

that increased clinical trial participation will result in more answers to important research questions. 

Current trials to consider: 

SWOG S0307 compares Zometa to Clondronate to Ibandronate. All 3 bisphosphonates are 

provided at no charge to the women. This is a great option for your breast cancer patients. 

CTSU E1A06 (ECOG) is for symptomatic multiple myeloma comparing Melphalan and 

prednisone with either Thalomid or Revlimid. With the increased cost of medicines, this trial 

would help ease the burden of med expenses since both Thalomid and Revlimid are provided 

at no charge to the patient. 

Upcoming trial to be aware of: 

NSABP will join US Oncology in conducting a clinical trial investigating further the role of 

Adriamycin in breast cancer. The trial is currently called ñTicTacò through US Oncology 

but will be called ñTicTacToeò once NSABP joins and adds Avastin to the trial.
